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Legislative chaos
imperils slots decision

New York state politics, long known for its dysfunction, dissolved
into chaos on June 8 when Republicans, aided by a Rochester bil-
lionaire, reassumed control of the Senate in a rancorous coup. The
ensuing battle, waged both in the Capitol and the courts, brought
state government to a virtual standstill at a crucial time in the leg-
islative session and threatened to further postpone the long-delayed
approval of a video lottery terminals operator at Aqueduct—a much-
needed source of revenues for New York horsemen, the New York
Racing Assaciation, and the state’s deficit-ridden budget.

The coup occwrred when Republicans, who had secretly wooed
two freshman Democratic senators to caucus with them, called for a
vote for new leadership, effectively ousting Malcolm A. Smith, who
had assumed the majority leader position when Democrats took con-
trol of the Senate by a 32-30 margin in November’s elections. Ac-
cording to published reports, Smith had angered Rochester billionaire
Tom Golisano, a former gubernatorial candidate, by proposing to in-
crease taxes on wealthy taxpayers to bridge a yawning budget deficit.

Golisano led the effort to persuade Pedro Espada Jr. to vote with
the Republicans, and in turn Espada delivered Hiram Monserrate to
shift the balance of power. Espada was elected Senate president,
and Dean Skelos was designated as majority leader. When the coup
took place, Democrats first responded by turning out the lights in
the chamber.

Subsequently, the jilted Democrats locked the Senate doors while
the chamber was out of session. A key was found, but no busi-
ness could be transacted because Monserrate walked out. He is
facing criminal charges for allegedly slashing a female compan-
ion with a broken glass, and Espada has been fined for failing to
file campaign-contribution reports. On June 15, Monserrate re-

turned to the Democratic caucus, creating a 31-31 deadlock.

Democrat leaders previously had challenged the GOP takeover in
court, contending that the vote to change leadership did not follow
parliamentary procedure.

Governor David Paterson decried the political warfare, which oc-
curred at a critical time prior to the scheduled end of the legislative
session on June 22. “The dvsfunction and chaos in the Senate has
wasted an entire week of the people’s business,” he said in a June
11 statement. “If the Senate adjourns without allowing enough time
to address the people’s business, I will convene the Legislature in
extraordinary session at a date to be announced so that we can
finish the people’s business.” Among the issues awaiting legislative
action were the budget and Paterson’s proposed cap on state gov-
ernment spending.

The composition of the Senate leadership is crucial to selecting
a VLT operator for Aqueduct. Under legislation that extended NYRA's
racing franchise, the governor, the Assembly speaker, and the Senate
president must agree unanimously on the operator.

Paterson’s staff is assessing six bids to operate the slots, but the
battle over control of the Senate almost certainly will delay a deci-
sion until the leadership is resolved. Even if the Democrats prevail,
Smith has not proved to be an especially effective or popular leader,
and he may be ousted from the top post by his fellow Democrats.

“The whole atmosphere of confusion isn’t good for a firm reso-
lution of the Aqueduct VLT problem,” Bennett Liebman, head of
Albany Law School’s Racing and Gaming Law Program, told THoR-
OUGHERED TIMEs correspondent Paul Post.

New York's political instability and intrigue, which led gaming
operator MGM Mirage to back out of a previous deal with NYRA to
operate the slots at Aqueduct, may also dissuade current bidders.
“This certainly isn't going to make them any more enthusiastic about
the prospect of doing business here,” Liebman told Post.

Reynolds, a popular film and television actor in a career span-
ning 50 years, will receive the 2009 Safe Home Equine Protection
Award, which honors his commitment to the protection of Amer-
ica’s wild and domestic horses and his strong opposition to horse
slaughter.

After success in television series such as “Gunsmoke,” Reynolds

scored his big-screen breakthrough
inthe 1972 film Deliverance. He won
a Golden Globe and was nominated
for an Oscar as best supporting actor
for Boogie Nights. Other notable films
were The Longest Yard, Smokey and
the Bandit, and The Cannonball Run.
He won an Emmy for his performance
inthe 1990s television series “Evening
Shade.”

“We are thrilled to be able to honor
Burt Revnolds and Josephine Aber-
crombie, who areboth strongly against
BURT REYNOLDS horse slaughter,” said Equine Advo-
cates President Susan Wagner. “Shining a bright spotlight on this
issue is something we have done at this event every year since we
first started, and we will continue to do it until this cruel practice
is banned once and for all.”

Television personality and horseman Carson Kressley will be on
hand to participate in the festivities. This year’s event will be co-
chaired by Julie Bonacio of Saratoga Springs and 2008 Equine Ad-
vocates honoree Patricia Hogan, V.M.D. Tickets are $250 per person,
and all proceeds go toward Equine Advocates programs for horse
rescue, sanctuary, and humane education.

Six weeks of championship-level racing highlight premier meet in the Adirondacks

This year more than ever, the “Summer
Place to Be” is the destination of choice for
hundreds of thousands wishing to revel in
the experience of 36 days of top-flight racing
at the sport’s grand old racetrack, Saratoga
Race Course, while soaking in all the charm
that this historic palace has to offer.

Ah, step back into vestervear and bask in
the backyard arena of beer, burgers, and bar-
becues. Or stroll through the grounds and
watch the magnificent Thoroughbreds being
led through the crowd and into the paddock.
Or enter the storied grandstand, which has
been graced at one time or another by states-
men, sports heroes, and stars of stage, screen,
and television.

“With its long, storied history, Saratoga is
the perfect summer destination,” said Charles
Hayward, New York Racing Association's
president and chief executive officer. “The
driving force behind Saratoga’s success is the
incredibly high level of racing on an every-
day basis.

“It is the premier meet in the United States, run in a beautiful set-
ting in a beautiful area. Racing fans around the country have come
to expect the Saratoga meet to be the best in the country.”

Saratoga Springs and the surrounding area offer so much to do
and so little time. Here is a primer for the 141st season at the Spa,
which runs from July 29 through Labor Day, September 7. This one
even has a theme: Bird Season at Saratoga.

While there are dozens of bashes, banquets, and bargains set in

For 36 days from late July through Labor Day, Saratoga offers some of the year’s

and around the racetrack—from crazy popular T-shirt and cap give-
aways (check www.nyra.com for dates) and the new Fasig-Tipton
Festival of Racing (August 8-9), to the Racing Hall of Fame induc-
tion ceremony (August 14) and the 12th annual Battle of the Brews
(August 28)—it is really all about the racing.

Highest purses

The Saratoga meet had North America’s highest purses last year,
$79,271 per race, and it offers the best of the best: 34 graded stakes,
including 15 Grade 1s featuring the most prominent owners, train-
ers, and jockeys and their best runners: from promising two-year-
olds to potential champions, to older stars like reigning New York-bred
Harse of the Year Commentator, who could be bidding for his third
win in the prestigious Whitney Handicap (G1) at age eight.

But back to the Birds. If the planets align, the $1-million Shad-
well Travers Stakes (G1) on August 29 will feature Kentucky Derby
Presented by Yum! Brands (G1) winner Mine That Bird taking on
Belmont Stakes (G1) winner Summer Bird and a whole bunch of
very talented three-vear-olds. Who knows? BlackBerry Preakness
Stakes (G1) winner Rachel Alexandra might show up, too.

Mine That Bird won the Derby in astonishing fashion (by 6%
lengths) and paid $103.20 for a $2 win bet, the second-highest pay-
out in the race’s history. Rachel Alexandra beat the boys—Mine
That Bird included—in the Preakness, while Summer Bird was the
surprise Belmont winner at 11.90-to-1 odds, with Mine That Bird
finishing third.

“The Travers is always an exciting race, but the prospect of the
Derby winner against the Belmont winner is a great one for racing
fans,” said NYRA’s recently appointed director of communications,
Dan Silver.

If the Birds migrate north, their trainers would also get a first taste
of summer at the Spa. New Mexico horseman Bennie “Chip” Wool-
lev Jr. (Mine That Bird) and newcomer Tim Ice (Summer Bird) are
hoping it works out. Both say they cannot wait to lay eyes on the
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place. said Woolley, “I hear it’s fantastic. I'd love
to be there.”

Tradition rings true up here, beginning with the
opening-day Schuylerville Stakes (G3) for two-year-
old fillies and ending with the Three Chimneys
Hopeful Stakes (G1) for two-year-olds on closing
day.

Other racing highlights

In between is a racing jackpot: the Jim Dandy
Stakes (G2) for three-year-olds on August 1, the
Whitney for three-year-olds and older on August
8, and the Alabama Stakes (G1) for three-year-old
fillies on August 22, among others. Travers day
offers four supporting stakes: the NetJets King's
Bishop Stakes (G1) for three-vear-old sprinters, the
Ballerina Stakes (G1) for fillies and mares, the
Ballston Spa Handicap (G2) on the turf for fillies

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and mares, and the Victory Ride Stakes (G3) for
three-year old fillies. On the final Saturday of the
meet, September 5, are the Woodward Stakes (G1)
at 1% miles and the Forego Stakes (G1) at seven
furlongs, both for horses three years old and older.

“Assuredly, we will have many of the top horses in the world at
Saratoga this summer,” Silver said. “In terms of specific horses, we
are hopeful Commentator will go for his third Whitney and Sum-
mer Bird will contest the Shadwell Travers. Rachel Alexandrais also
a filly that we would love to have at Saratoga if [co-owner Jess Jack-
son] deems that she is ready to race.”

While the national economy remains mired in a deep recession—
horse racing has felt it big time—NYRA remains hopeful for stronger
vear-to-vear results, especially after the first half of last vear's meet
was marred by persistent rain and low attendance. Wagering num-
bers were down from 2007, and while Del Mar and Churchill Downs
have cut racing dates, NYRA has no plans to do so at Saratoga or
its two metropolitan tracks, Aqueduct and Belmont Park.

“We are obviously hoping that the weather is more cooperative,”
Silver said. “While the economy as a whole is still struggling, we
are cautiously optimistic that our numbers at Saratoga will be up
this year. Our racing department has put together an incredible
stakes schedule, and we have a number of new features that our
fans will love. Our group sales department has already been inun-
dated with requests for Saratoga.”

The Spa also is a place for trainers and jockevs to enhance their
résumeés and gain national attention—and that is exactly what hap-
pened last year. Kiaran McLaughlin won his first training title with
17 wins, while Alan Garcia won his first riding title with 39 wins,
topping the likes of Racing Hall of Famers Kent Desormeaux and
Edgar Prado.

“In American racing, it's just fabulous to win at Saratoga, where

everybody is watching and everybody wants to win,” said McLaugh-
lin.

Let’s not forget Saratoga patron Marylou Whitney, who is a big
part of the scene. Even though her extravagant Whitney Gala most
likely will be canceled due to the recession, the queen of Saratoga
and her husband, John Hendrickson, still will make their usual
rounds at fund-raisers around town.

Hall of Fame shift

Thenew Hall of Fame inductees include trainer Bob Baffert, jockey
Eddie Maple, and Baffert’s two-time champion filly, Silverbulletday.
Steeplechase inductees are trainer Janet Elliot and 1980 English
Grand National winner *Ben Nevis II. The ceremony, which has
been moved from Monday to Friday for the first time, promises to
be lively when the white-haired Baffert makes his acceptance speech.

The Fasig-Tipton yearling sales are always a highlight, with an
international roster of buyers bidding for highly bred young racing
prospects. Among vearlings purchased at the sales were Man o’ War
in 1918, 21 Horse of the Year Black Tie Affair (Ire), and North Amer-
ican champions Open Mind and Sky Beauty.

And for those who want to get an early start or stay late (or both),
the English/SoCal Racing Tent in the backyard offers betting op-
portunities for those wishing to make a few extra wagers on Eng-
lish racing (early) or Southern California (late).

Among the fun and games are: two “Party at the Park” Fridays
with a late post time of 2:30 p.m. and live music in the backyard;
Hats Off to Saratoga weekend (July 31-August 2) featuring the an-
nual hat contest on the final day; 5t. Patrick’s Day on August 5 with
local Irish bands and Irish step dancers; the Fasig-Tipton Festival of
Racing featuring a jockey-trainer challenge; an ice cream eating con-
test (August 26); and the popular Battle of the Brews (August 28).

Of course, what's a great city without a great past? The popula-
tion of Saratoga Springs triples to 75,000 for the racing season, and
the region offers a great deal of history and culture to suit every-
one’s taste. (See box for selected websites.)

What's not to love about the famed mineral baths or the city’s
tree-shaded streets? Saratoga Springs has many buildings listed on
the National Register of Historic Places and is regarded as one of
America’s most walkable cities. At times, it seems that six weeks is
hardly long enough to spend in the “Summer Place to Be.”

Following a lifelong passion

By the Light breeder Paul Rothfuss looks to bring new owners into the sport

Thoroughbreds always have been a part of Paul Rothfuss’s life,
although he spent his professional career in radio broadcasting, first
behind a microphone and then as an executive.

He started as a disc jockey at age 17, and six years later he was
on the air in Baltimore, using the name Paul Rodgers and spinning
records as the number-one Top 40 DJ at radio station WCAO.

The life of a DJ could be a bit wacky, he said. * “WEKRP in Cincin-
nati’ [the popular television show in the late 1970s and early "80s]
got just one thing wrong. What took a half-hour on TV took about
two weeks to play out at the station,” he said. In the mid-1970s,
Rothfuss turned to management, eventually co-owning and oper-
ating nearly 100 radio stations throughout the United States. In June
2008, Rothfuss celebrated his 50-year anniversary in broadcasting.
He also took the occasion to put the industry behind him.

“I loved radio,” he said, but he was ready to return to the roots
of his upbringing and pursue a lifelong passion full time.

Paul Rothfuss's father, a physi-
cian, bred and raced Thorough-

black type in the female family, correctness, soundness (58 career
starts), and femininity.

When she appeared in the catalog of the 2004 Keeneland No-
vember breeding stock sale in foal to Malibu Moon, he leapt at the
opportunity and bought her for $30,000 through Thoroughbreds In-
ternational, agent. Dixie Tempo was also a resident New York mare,
and Rothfuss had long been attracted by the New York breeding
program. He sent Dixie Tempo to Victory Lane Farm in Millbrook,
where she gave birth on March 26, 2005, to the filly who would be
named By the Light.

The reality check kicked in a few
months later. “1 had lots of horses

breds and was, according to his
son, “a wonderful, outstanding
horseman.” Rothfuss remembers
starting to learn about Thorough-
breds at age three while sitting on
the arm of his father’s chair. In 1947,
his father pulled seven-year-old Paul
out of school to take him to Pim-
lico Race Course to see one of his

I needed to support,” Rothfuss
said, and he decided to put the
filly in the 2006 Keeneland Janu-
ary horses of all ages sale hoping
to get $25,000 to $30,000.

When the late agent Dan Mal-
lory advised Rothfuss to set the re-
serve at $70,000, the breeder was
taken aback. He told Mallory that

homebreds race—and win.

The youngster reaped a $32 pay-
off for a $2 bet and a picture in the winner's circle with the jockey.
It was also about this time that he formed his first, albeit rudimen-
tary, ideas about breeding. “Every spring my father would put mares
in a boxcar of a train to ship them down to Kentucky to breed, and
later they’d come come back with foals. I thought that was how you
made little horses. You put the mare in the boxcar of a train.”

Throughout his broadcasting career, Rothfuss never lost touch
with Thoroughbreds and often owned horses. In 1986, working with
Chris Cahill, D.V.M., Rothfuss built Ryedale Plantation, a breeding
farm and training facility in Aiken, South Carolina. He bred five
crops for the sales and, with the help of Cahill, organized some rac-
ing partnerships. “We bred some really nice horses,” among them
multiple stakes winners Lady Skywalker ($215,326) and Downtown
Clown ($320,452). Rothfuss strongly prefers breeding to race. “It's
more fun. When you breed to sell, they go away, you lose track,”
he said.

He bred and sold one horse that he cannot lose track of: By the
Light. She was the 2007 New York-bred champion juvenile filly and
the '08 champion female sprinter. The Malibu Moon filly already
has won three stakes races in New York this year.

Her story illustrates how Rothfuss’s preference and reality some-
times can diverge. In 2004 when Rothfuss bought a yearling to pin-
hook, he became very interested in the colt’s dam, Dixie Tempo, by
Major Impact. Dixie Tempo had everything he looks for in a brood-
mare: pedigree (“Ilove, love, love Dixieland Band” [her dam’s sire]),

if the Malibu Moon short yearling
met her reserve, “I'll go to the
toughest bar in Lexington dressed in a pink tutu and black tap shoes
and dance on the bar.” In the end, the filly sold for $120,000.

“1 was happy, surprised, and sad,” Rothfuss said. “One hundred
percent of the reason I bought the mare was to race her offspring.
ButIhave no regrets. I'm happy for [her eventual owners] the Siegels
[of Jay Em Ess Stable, who paid $190,000 for her at the 2006 Fasig-
Tipton Midlantic Eastern fall yearling sale]. They 're good horse peo-
ple and have a lot of nice horses.”

The sale of By the Light served as the catalyst for Rothfuss’s next
maove. “It got me thinking about what I could have done not to sell
her. If T had ten to 15 buddies to go in on her, I wouldn't have had
to,” he said. At the same time, Rothfuss had been long pondering
how to overcome the two main obstacles he believed prevented new
people from getting into the sport: cost and fear of deception.

Rothfuss put together those ideas and formed All Play Stable. “In
fact,” he said, “I could have called it By the Light Stable,” he said.
These days, Rothfuss is concentrating full time on breeding horses
to compete at the highest levels and offering them in partnerships
in a way that he feels will overcome prospective owners' inhibi-
tions. Rothfuss retains an interest in each prospect. No doubt, he is
looking to the day when he and his partners will end up with a run-
ner like By the Light that they can call their own.

D'Accord: More than all right

Son of Secretariat resides at Akindale
after helping to invigorate New York breeding program

Launched in 1973, the New York Breeding and Racing program
drew from other states a series of stallions to form a nucleus of
speed, soundness, and versatility within the Empire State’s new
breeding industry: What Luck, Talc, Cormorant, Distinctive Pro, and
Cure the Blues.

But the first North American modern-era prospect with a high
profile to actually enter stud in New York was Secretariat’s most
successful siring son, D’Accord, who is still kicking around at Akin-
dale Farm in Pawling, where his breeding career began a quarter-
century ago.

D'Accord, whose name colloquially translates in French as “all
right,” is the only stallion currently residing in New York that has
sired both a North American Grade 1 winner and a millionaire (who
was a graded winner on both dirt and turf). The now-pensioned 30-
year-old also got high percentages of winners from starters (77%)
and starters from offspring (85 %), and his numerous stakes-producing
daughters include a New York Thoroughbred Breeders Inc. (NYTB)
Broodmare of the Year. For the New York program, D'Accord was
more than “all right.” He was ideal.

After winning Keeneland Race Course’s 1%e-mile Breeders’ Futu-
rity (G2) by 7'4 lengths under the colors of his owners-breeders,
Bertram and Diana Firestone, in October 1981, the two-vear-old

D’Accord was considered his crop’s hottest '82 classic candidate.

Suggestions surfaced that the Virginia-bred colt should make a late
bid for an Eclipse Award—an honor that had eluded the Firestones’
Grade 1-winning homebred juvenile of 1980, Cure the Blues—but the
Firestones opted instead to give D'Accord time to develop.

The colt was obviously special. The Firestones had privately pur-
chased D'Accord’s dam, 1970 Canadian Horse of the Year Fanfre-
luche, for a price reported in excess of $1-million prior to the '79
foaling season when the daughter of Northern Dancer was carry-
ing D'Accord. Fanfreluche's 1976 full brother to D’Accord, Medaille
d’Or, already was the mare’s fifth winner from five racing-age off-
spring by five different sires, her fourth stakes winner, and third
Canadian champion. Her first Canadian champion, UEnjoleur (by
Buckpasser), became a prominent stallion.

DrAccord's Breeders’ Futurity romp turned out to be the Firestone
homebred's only stakes victory. Sidelined by a virus for much of
his three-year-old season, D’Accord eventually won a seven-furlong
Saratoga Race Course allowance race, encouraging new trainer Stan-
ley Hough to hope for a run in Belmont Park’s Jerome Handicap
(G2) on Labor Day, but a training setback foiled that plan.

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Hettinger purchase

The colt returned to competition
with a 3'-length allowance victory
going six furlongs at Gulfstream Park
the following February, but he was
sold a month later to the late John
Hettinger, who announced syndica-
tion plans for D'Accord to enter stud
at Hettinger's Akindale Farm in 1984.

The son of Secretariat had won five
of ten starts, with two seconds and
one third, and had earned $163,368.
In another era, he might have con-
tinued racing through his four-year-
old season, but tax write-off and
depreciation laws of the early 1980s favored early syndications of
well-bred stallion prospects that had exhibited certain levels of abil-
ity, and D’Accord clearly had achieved that level.

Standing initially for a $25,000 fee (this was still the heady days of
the early 1980s), D’Accord sired 28 named foals in his first crop, of
which 24 started and 21 won—seven as two-year-olds—including ju-
venile stakes-winning filly Mithrandir under Hettinger’s colors. His
next two crops (foals of 1986 and "87) were even better, each pro-
ducing four stakes winners, including Grade 2-winning daughters
Lady d’Accord ($590,138) and Warfie ($418,490).

Despite those successes, reality, recession, and new tax laws im-
pacted the breeding industry in the late 1980s and early "90s, and
D’Accord was moved to stand the 1993 and '94 seasons at Howard
Kaskel’s Sugar Maple Farm in Poughquag for alive-foal fee of $5,000.
In the fall of 1994, D'Accord’s Kentucky-bred Montreal Red, who
was conceived at Akindale, captured Belmont’s Futurity Stakes (G1)
after having won two graded juvenile stakes at Saratoga, and D'Accord
went to Kentucky to stand at the late John Bell III's Jonabell Farm
(now part of Darley USA).

DAccord is the only stallion currently
residing in New York that has sired both a
North American Grade 1 winner and a
millionaire (who was a graded winner on
both dirt and turf). The now-pensioned
30-year-old also got high percentages of
winners from starters (77%) and starters
from offspring (85%), and his numerous
stakes-producing daughters include a
New York Thoroughbred Breeders (NYTB)
Broodmare of the Year.

While in Kentucky, he conceived a graded stakes winner on both
dirt and turf, Julian DeMarco’s and Richard Disano’s homebred
North East Bound ($1,363,228). North East Bound scored his first
stakes victory at Gulfstream in March 1999, after D"Accord had been
pensioned following the 98 breeding season, from which one foal
(future winner King Ben) arrived in May "99.

MNorth East Bound eventually scored ten stakes victories, seven on
turf and three on dirt. In an exceptional 2000 season, he was a Grade
2 winner on dirt, a Grade 3 winner and record-setting miler (1:33.42)
on turf, and missed by a neck in the Breeders’ Cup Mile (G1).

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The gelding was the only offspring
by D'Accord out of his dam and the
only stakes winner she produced, and
he also was D'Accord’s most inbred
stakes winner, being 3x3 to Northern
Dancer. If North East Bound's suc-
cess and pedigree suggested a poten-
tial breeding angle to exploit with
D’Accord, that angle arrived a few
vears too late.

Returns to New York

D’Accord already was in declining
fertility by the mid-1990s, and al-
though his’95 season at Jonabell Farm
was enormously productive because
of North East Bound, he returned to
New York to stand at McMahon of Saratoga Thoroughbreds in Saratoga
Springs.

D’Accord ultimately was credited with siring 219 winners of 860
races and the earners of $15,307,000. His 21 stakes winners spanned
specialty and geographic maps—dirt, turf, sprints, route races, New
York, California, Jamaica, jumps.

Only once did he conceive a foal from a NYTB broodmare cham-
pion, siring multiple Grade 2 winner Lady d'Accord from NYTB
broodmare champion Avichi. Lady d’Accord clearly was that mare’s
best offspring although she was bred to some elite stallions. Among
his own stakes-producing daughters is NYTB broodmare champion
Final Accord, whose four stakes winners by four different sires in-
clude New York-bred Grade 1 winner Buy the Sport.

At Hettinger’s request, D’Accord returned to reside as a pensioner
at Akindale. Longtime farm manager Kate Feron said D'Accord first
established the farm’s reputation and pointed out that the stallion’s
progeny paid for much of the farm’s development, including its
lollipop-shaped woodchip training track. Also residing at Akindale
are at least ten of D’Accord’s daughters, some of them likewise re-
tired or nearing retirement.

As a sire, D’Accord was Secretariat’s most successful son at stud
according to the late Joe Estes’s average-earnings index calculation,
by which measurement none of the iconic Triple Crown champion’s
other sons—General Assembly, Risen Star, Pancho Villa, or Medaille
d’Or—were even close.

D’Accord’s daughters have produced 32 stakes winners and the
earners of more than $22.2-million to date. The old stallion “still
thinks he’s the man, " said Feron, who reported that D’Accord’s over-
at-the-knees condition has worsened and that his teeth “are terrible—
but he still eats everything up.”

D’Accord’s descendants continue to defy categorization. One of
his New York-bred daughters conceived at Akindale, stakes-placed
eight-time winner D'Enough, later produced Grade 1 winner D'wild-
cat, who was considered a main-track sprinter after capturing Gulf-
stream’'s seven-furlong Swale Stakes (G3) by 10% lengths in 2001.
In 2002, D’wildcat won Laurel Park’s Frank J. De Francis Memor-
ial Dash Stakes (G1) on a sloppy track to conclude a season in which
he also was a Grade 2 winner at Churchill Downs and a stakes-
winning turf miler at Del Mar.

Fillies from D'wildcat’s first crop finished first and second in
Woodbine’s $113,602 Ballade Stakes on June 13, which marked the
fourth stakes victory for winner Authenicat ($614,088).

Through succeeding equine generations, D’Accord’s influence
keeps expanding, and his impact on New York’s nascent breeding
program a quarter-century ago is incalculable.

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Mother Russia rules

Minnie Punt scores upset victory in Spectacular Bid division

The New York Stallion Stakes Series
moved onto Belmont Park’s turf on May
31, and the outcome was a popular vic-
tory by a multiple stakes winner, Mother
Russia, and an upset score by Minnie
Punt, a three-year-old gelding who thrives
0N grass.

Mother Russia, a three-year-old Maya-
kovsky filly bred by Philip Birsh and
ownedby Obviously NY Stable, had never
raced on grass before the $75,000 New
York Stallion Cupecov’s Jov Stakes, pri-
marily because she was performing so
well on the main track.

She won her first career start at Saratoga
Race Course in August and then shipped
to Finger Lakes racetrack for a victory in
the Lady Finger Stakes. Third to Legal
Consent in the New York Breeders” Fu-
turity at Finger Lakes, she concluded her
two-year-old season with a solid second
to Sarah Accomplished in the New York
Stallion Fifth Avenue Stakes.

This vear, she has been unbeatable.
Trainer Linda Rice sent her out for a 4%-
length victory in the New York Stallion Park Avenue Stakes at Aque-
duct on March 29 and then turned her attention to the Cupecoy’s
Joy. “I always felt she would be good on grass. She has a sibling,
Iron Curtain, who moved up tremendously on turf,” Rice said be-
fore the race. “The reason I haven't tried her on turf before is that
there were so many other opportunities for her on dirt.”

Bettors figured Mother Russia would conquer her opponents on
turf, too, and made her the 1.25-to-1 favorite despite drawing the

outside post position in the field of ten. Ridden by Ramon Dominguez
and carrying high weight of 120 pounds for the seven-furlong sprint,
Mother Russia broke sharply and quickly gained a forward position
as several fillies vied for the lead. After Jet's Tradition grabbed an
early advantage, Judicial Leader took a narrow lead through an ini-
tial quarter-mile in :23.81 on firm turf.

Longshot Navedano, galloping freely after jockey Eibar Coa lost
his irons, went to the front and led onto the final turn as Mother
Russia tracked the pace from the inside. Turning for home,
a hole in the three path opened for her and Dominguez, and
they shot through to gain the lead. In front by a half-length
at the furlong pole, Mather Russia won by two lengths over
late-running Wild Awake, the 2.65-to-1 second choice trained
by Barclay Tagg. Jet’s Tradition held on well for third, a neck
farther back. Mother Russia ran the seven furlongs in 1:23.86
and increased her career purse winnings to $254,420.

Rice said Mother Russia’s summer target would be the
$150,000 New York Stallion Statue of Liberty Stakes, a 14
mile turf race on August 13 at Saratoga. “Ramon said she re-
laxed verv well and didn't think a mile and a sixteenth will
be a problem,” she said. “We might give her an interim race.
She’s won on dirt, she's won in the slop [in the Park Av-
enue], and now she’s won on turf. We have a lot of options.”

Trainer Mike Miceli has fewer options with Minnie Punt,
a Gold Fever gelding out of the Rubiano mare Let’s Punt. For
Minnie Punt, it is grass and only grass. “The first time we
ran him, we tried him on dirt, and he didn’t run at all,” Miceli
said. “So we figured to take a shot on grass, and he won.”
That shot was a maiden claimer at the $35,000 level on April
18 at Aqueduct. Minnie Punt showed good speed in the mile
race and won by a neck. In the Spectacular Bid, he would

be cutting back by a furlong and facing more accomplished oppo-
nents, including New York Stallion Times Square Stakes winner
Uncle T Seven, who went off as the 2.05-to-1 favorite.

Despite being ridden by John Velazquez, Minnie Punt was 28.25-
to-1, the third-longest price in the field of 12. Velazquez placed him
in contention behind the early speed in the second path, briefly
steadied at the quarter pole, and then flashed between leader Strong
Impact and Uncle T Seven inside the furlong pole. He quickly drew
clear and won by 2Y% lengths in 1:22.62. Uncle T Seven ran on to
finish second, a head in front of Strong Impact in third.

Bred by James and Lisa Pino and racing for Marjac Pino Stable
and Vincent Bommarito, Minnie Punt more than tripled his career
purses to $57,805. He is the first stakes winner out of Let’s Punt, a

winner who is a half sister to Jetazelle, by Tri Jet, the dam of stakes
winners Cherokee Country and Runaway Jet.

Commentator, the reigning New York-bred Horse of the Year, met
a good group of fellow New Yorkers in Belmont's $64,950 Kasha-
treya Stakes on June 12 and drew away to a seven-length victory in
1:35.65 for a mile on a sloppy track. The front-running victory put
Tracy Farmer's eight-year-old Distorted Humor gelding on track for
a shot at his third Whitney Handicap (G1) victory at Saratoga Race
Course on August §. Commentator had finished fourth in the Charles
Town Classic Stakes on April 18, his only other 2009 start.

“Now, that was more like it,” said Racing Hall of Fame trainer
Nick Zito after Commentator’s victory. “Let me see how he does,
because Imight even squeeze something in between, maybe amonth
before. If not, we’ll wait the eight weeks. Don’t forget, he’s still a
New York-bred.”

‘Firebird’ scores
French Group 3 victory

A day after Summer Bird won the Bel-
mont Stakes (G1), a New York-bred bird
of another color put on a dazzling dis-
play in the Prix Paul de Moussac (Fr-G3).
After being left at the starting gate, Oiseau
de Feu—which translates as Firebird in
English—moved into contention and
charged through a hole with less than
200 meters remaining to win the 1,600-
meter (7.95-furlong) Chantilly race by a
neck on June 7.

The colt’s name is a clever reference
to his sire, Stravinsky, named after the
Russian-born composer Igor Stravinsky
(1882-1971), whose most enduring work
is the 1910 ballet Qiseau de Feu, or The
Firebird.

Oiseau de Feu, a three-year-old colt
out of Slewadora, by Seattle Slew, was

bred by Marlene Brody's Gallagher’s Stud
in Ghent. Offered by Gallagher’s at the
2007 Keeneland September yearling sale,
the colt was sold for $11,000 to Irish-based Knockanglass Stables.
The following spring, Knockanglass consigned him to the Argana
breeze-up sale, where he sold for $47,070 (£30,000] to trainer
Jean-Claude Rouget, acting for owner Bernard Weill.

Oiseau de Feu was part of a big afternoon for Rouget, whose
principal score was with Le Havre in the Prix du Jockey-Club (Fr-
G1) (French Derby). Rouget also won another group race on the
Chantilly program, the Prix de Royaumont (Fr-G3) with Quetsche.

After a second in his career debut in August, Oiseau de Feu
won four straight races and then finished third to Silver Frost and
Westphalia (Ire) in the 2009 Prix de Fontainebleau (Fr-G3), alead-
ing trial for the Poule d’Essai des Poulains (Fr-G1) (French Two
Thousand Guineas). Silver Frost won the year’s first French clas-
sic, and Oiseau de Feu finished fifth, beaten 44 lengths.

For the Prix Paul de Moussac, the New York-bred went off as
the 2.80-to-1 second choice behind 2.25-to-1 favorite Handsome
Maestro. Oiseau de Feu was in trouble from the instant the start-

ing gate opened.

“I had asked [jockey] Christophe Lemaire to ride him closer to
the pace this time, and he missed the start,” Rouget said. After
steadily improving his position, Oiseau de Feu was in good posi-
tion entering the stretch on the right-handed racecourse. Hand-
some Maestro opened a clear advantage in the final 90 meters,
but Lemaire found running room and tipped Oiseau de Feu into
the clear. The bay colt steadily closed the margin and gained the
lead in the final strides.

“The horse has lots of speed, and he was able to make it up,”
Rouget said. “He's a very nice horse to train and has done well
this season. I think we can give him a bit of a rest now.”

Oiseau de Feu is the first winner and first stakes winner out of
Slewadora, a winner of one race in seven starts in 2003, her only
year of racing. She has an unraced two-year-old filly by Victory
Gallop named Slew of Hope. She did not have foals in 2008 and
'09, and she was bred to After Market this year.

York state and meet the following domicile requirements:

Resident Mares: Must be continuously in residence in New York state
from within 90 days after last cover in the year of conception and
thereafter remain in residence until foaling the following year, with
no breed-back required.

Non-Resident Mares: Must foal in New York state and be bred back to
a registered New York-based stallion and remain for a continuous
period of 90 days after foaling.

NY-Breds Award Program

Breeder, ownetr, and stallion owner awards are based

on purse money earned (1st thru 3rd) while
competing in pari-mutuel races run in New York state.

BREEDER AWARDS

In 2008, the New York State Thoroughbred Breeding and Development Fund paid $6,817,331 to breeders of registered
New York-breds. A breeder is the owner of the mare at the time the mare foals in the state of New York. Breeder awards
are determined by covering stallion. If the New York-bred is by a registered New York-based stallion, the award is up to

20% of the purse earned for a first-place finish and up to 10% for a second- or third-place finish.

If the New York-bred is by an out-of-state stallion or non-registered stallion, the award is up to 10% for a first-place

finish and up to 5% for a second- or third-place finish. All breeder awards are capped at $10,000 per horse per race.

STALLION OWNER AWARDS

In 2008, the New York State Thoroughbred Breeding and Development Fund distributed $2,133,913 in stallion owner
awards. Stallion owner awards are paid to owners of registered New York-based covering stallions (at time of concep-
tion) at up to 7% of earned purses from 1st through 3rd positions. All stallion owner awards are capped at $10,000 per

horse per race.

OPEN OWNER AWARDS

In 2008, the New York State Thoroughbred Breeding and Development Fund paid $1,388,649 to owners of registered
New York-breds who earned purse money in open-company races. Owner awards for registered New York-breds sired
by a registered New York-based stallion is up to 20% of purses earned from 1st through 3rd positions in races run for a

claiming price of $30,000 and upward, with a cap of $20,000 per horse per race.

If the New York-bred is by an out-of-state stallion or non-registered stallion, the award is up to 10% of purses earned
from 1st through 3rd positions in races run for a claiming price of $30,000 and upward with a cap of $20,000 per horse

per race.

NEW YORK-BRED RACES

More than 45 stakes races exclusively for registered New York-breds are run at New York Racing Association racetracks
(Aqueduct, Belmont Park, and Saratoga Race Course) and Finger Lakes racetrack with total purses exceeding
$4-million. In 2008, more than 1,000 overnight races exclusively for registered New York-breds were held at the four
