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In February, New York Thoroughbred Breeders
became a founding member of the New York Horse
Racing and Agriculture Industry Alliance (the Al-
liance), a new advocacy coalition comprised of ex-
isting groups and organizations with similar interests,
goals, and messages. The coalition brings together
for the first time horsemen and breeders from both
Standardbred and Thoroughbred racing, as well as
farmers and agricultural industry representatives.
Its mission is to protect the current and future in-
terests of the horse racing/agriculture industry in
any amendment to New York’s constitution to allow
for full-scale commercial casinos. I would like to
update you on what the Alliance has been up to. 

The impetus for the Alliance is near-certainty that
full-scale commercial casinos will be part of New
York’s future. There is no question that the opening of the Aque-
duct video lottery terminal facility has sparked a renaissance in
the Thoroughbred racing and breeding industries in the state. It
is imperative that any casino legislation includes protections for
these same entities.

The first key word in the case we are making to legislators is
“jobs.” The associations joining forces represent a bloc of tax-
paying workers 40,000 strong—the majority from the equine
industry—who are employed from the breeding shed to the shed
row and everywhere in between. Our message to legislators is
that it is imperative to protect the futures of such a large group

with so much to contribute to the economic health
of our state. 

The other key words are “green space.” No other
sector of the gaming industry protects this price-
less state resource, rescued nearly four decades
ago by the equine industry when New York’s dairy
farms were on the decline. Hundreds of thousands
of acres are at stake in every county in the state.

As the result of multiple meetings and strategiz-
ing sessions, the Alliance is making tangible progress.
We are meeting with key figures in Albany and gath-
ering information in the form that politicians like
best: hard numbers to back up the case.

Specifically, the Alliance has commissioned an
up-to-date economic impact study of the state’s
equine industry. The last study of this sort was

done in 2005 by Deloitte Consulting for the American Horse
Council. The 2005 study demonstrated that the equine industry
was the second-largest agricultural business in New York and
revealed a wealth of information about its economic impact on
the statewide economy, supplying dollar amounts for goods and
services, value of land, fences, and buildings, and the number
of full-time equivalent jobs it supports. An up-to-date 2012 study
will be vital to the argument that the equine industry cannot be
left behind when the state moves forward into the casino era.

I will be keeping you posted on the activities of the Alliance and
ways in which your voice can assist our efforts down the road.

An alliance to protect our future
NYTB will work for racing’s interests in any legislation being considered

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The New York Racing Association is facing a transition in
power and uncertainty in its revenues from the Resorts World
Casino New York City at Aqueduct, but the state’s breeding in-
dustry will not be impacted.

Revenue for purses and breeders from Resorts World Casino
continues unabated. Currently, of the fa-
cility’s net win, 6.5% goes to purses
while 1% is dedicated to New York’s
breeding industry. Recent actions by the
state, which plans to take control of the
NYRA board for three years, will not af-
fect purses and breeder funds. 

The state’s power move followed an
interim report from the New York State
Racing and Wagering Board that suggested NYRA officials were
aware an incorrect takeout was being charged on many exotic
wagers but did not immediately take action. The mistake cost
bettors $8.49-million in a 15-month period ending in December.

The Division of Lottery has instructed Genting, operator of
the Aqueduct casino, to begin withholding revenue that con-
tributes to NYRA’s capital expenses and operating funds. This
totals 7% of the net win at Resorts World Casino New York City.

The move will not affect purses and the breeding fund, and

New York State Thoroughbred Breeding and Development Fund
Chairman John Sabini stressed that New York’s Thoroughbred
breeding industry is sound.

“New York state has been and continues to be a welcome and
prosperous home for the Thoroughbred industry,” Sabini said.

“The actions of New York state with re-
gard to NYRA will have absolutely no im-
pact on the state’s Thoroughbred breeding
program or the purses that are supple-
mented by video lottery terminals at Aque-
duct. Additionally, these actions will not
prevent world-class racing from taking
place at Saratoga Race Course this sum-
mer.”

New York Governor Andrew Cuomo said the state will remain
committed to Thoroughbred racing and breeding in the state.
Cuomo said on May 22 that racing subsidies make sense for New
York.

“We subsidize it because we believe it can be a net positive,”
Cuomo said. “I believe it can be more of an economic engine
than it is now. I believe the economic potential for racing has
not been fully exploited in the state of New York. If we do what
we intend to do, it can be better.”—Frank Angst

Breeding fund sound 

despite NYRA problems

The TAKE2 program, an initiative designed to help more off-the-track
Thoroughbreds into second careers by increasing their popularity, is
in the midst of expansion with New York taking the lead.

TAKE2, a brainchild of the New York Racing Association, New York
Thoroughbred Horsemen’s Association, and New York Thoroughbred
Breeders Inc., was unveiled in March. The program sponsors
Thoroughbred-only classes for hunters and jumpers at the Saratoga
Springs Horse Show and Skidmore College Saratoga Classic Horse
Show, both prestigious AA-rated shows held on the Saratoga Race
Course grounds in May and June, respectively.

The program’s intent is to increase the demand for Thoroughbreds
as show mounts. With a prize money incentive attached to these
classes, more riders and trainers could be prompted to consider tak-
ing on an off-the-track Thoroughbred—a breed that has found no short-
age of success in the show ring. Thoroughbreds dominate the Show
Jumper Hall of Fame, as 15 of its 20 inductees are from the breed. 

New York’s TAKE2 circuit kicked off with the two Saratoga Springs
Horse Show competitions, held May 2-6 and May 9-13. Fittingly, a New
York-bred led the way, as Top Honors, a son of 1992 Travers Stakes
(G1) winner Thunder Rumble, claimed the $2,500 Low Thoroughbred
Hunter Championship at both shows.

Top Honors, owned and ridden by Linda Orton of Stamford, Con-
necticut, swept all three Thoroughbred classes the first week of the
show, taking the $500 flat class and both $1,000 over-fences classes.
He won the flat class and one of the over-fences classes the second
week of the show.

Santa Fe Silver, owned and ridden by Jordan Shelburne, and Spurofthe-
moment, owned and ridden by Bill Worthington, won the jumper classes
the first and second weeks of the show, respectively.

Several of the competitors at the Saratoga Springs Horse Show
were expected to return for the Skidmore College Saratoga Classic,
which runs June 12-17 and June 20-24.

Since originating in New York, the TAKE2 program has quickly grown,
with horsemen in New Jersey and Texas coming on board to support
the program.  

New Jersey horsemen announced in March that they would spon-
sor Thoroughbred-only classes at the AA-rated Garden State Horse
Show in early May. The program was well-received, as 30 horses com-
peted in the $1,000 TAKE2 Thoroughbred Hunter Classic. 

The Paddock Foundation, a benevolence arm of the Texas Thor-
oughbred Association, has stepped up to fund TAKE2 hunter and
jumper classes at five shows in Texas. 

TAKE2 was quickly followed in New York by Career2, a program spon-
sored by NYRA and NYTHA to reward participants competing Thor-
oughbreds on the eventing circuit in the state. Eventing is a three-phase
competition in which horses perform in dressage, cross-country, and
show jumping. NYRA and NYTHA have committed more than $30,000
in prize money and promotion to the initiative, which begins with the
Genesee Valley Riding and Driving Club Horse Trial on June 10 in Gene-
seo, New York, and culminates with the Millbrook Horse Trials, in Mill-
brook, New York, from August 2-5. 

Thoroughbreds are a popular mount for event riders, as nearly one-
third of the United States Eventing Association’s 11,500 member
riders compete with Thoroughbreds. The prestigious Rolex Kentucky
Three-Day Event, held in April at the Kentucky Horse Park, was won
by a former racehorse, Parklane Hawk, ridden by William Fox-Pitt. The
gelding raced in New Zealand as Park Lane, where he went winless
in 19 starts.—Nicole Russo

New York’s Thoroughbred industry lost a longtime leader with
the passing of Gustave “Gus” Schoenborn Sr., on May 11, at his
Coxsackie home following a brief illness. He was 75.

With his brother, Everett, in the 1950s, he established Schoen-
born Brothers Farm on 120 acres of a former apple orchard near
the upstate town of Climax. From humble beginnings the facil-
ity evolved into one of the Empire State’s most important Thor-
oughbred operations, one that would play a pivotal role in the
development of a thriving regional breeding industry.

Detroit-born Schoenborn spent several years in the military
before joining his brother on the family farm. Together, they
formed an ideal partnership. Everett assumed training duties,
while Gus—who briefly plied that trade at Green Mountain
racetrack in Vermont—found farm life far more to his liking.
Under his oversight, Schoenborn Brothers Farm grew into a
formidable stallion station, whose residents through the years
included leading New York sires Cormorant and Talc and dual
Grade 1 winner Noble Nashua. The latter was syndicated in
1982 by Gus Schoenborn Jr. for $275,000 a share—a then-
state-record $11-million valuation—on behalf of owner Carl
Lizza Jr. The horse’s debut fee of $55,000 also represented a
state-high.

The New York State Thoroughbred Breeding and Development
Fund launched in the 1970s gave the state industry a much-
needed shot in the arm. Schoenborn was a strong early sup-
porter of the program, recognizing its potential to change the
business in big and positive ways.

“Kentucky this, Kentucky that,” he chuckled in a 1980 inter-
view. “They’re the leaders, God bless ’em, but we’re going to
make them think. ... I say to them: ‘If you don’t like money, stay
in Kentucky. You have good pastures, good land, good stallions
to breed to. But if you like money, come to New York.’ ”

In 1978, he orchestrated the mating of Cautious Fairy, by farm
sire Neptune, to another farm-based stallion in Pontoise. The re-
sult was multiple stakes winner Shadowmar, a talented home-
bred sprinter trained by Everett. Most of the Schoenborns’ work,
however, was done for clients.

With better stallions coming along each year, the farm work-
load became increasingly intense. “This is a tough business,”
he admitted in 1983. “My brother thinks he has it tough train-
ing 15 horses, but when you have 150 other people’s mares and
babies, that phone just never stops ringing. It’s hard when you
have to tell someone their mare aborted or their foal died. We
foaled nearly 100 foals in 1982 and either I or my son was here
for every one of them.”

In 1985, Gus Schoenborn sold his share in the farm to his
brother ... though son Gus Jr. would carry his name on in the
business. The younger Schoenborn founded Contemporary Stal-
lions, where he launched the successful stud career of City Zip
before closing the gates in 2005. Earlier this year, Gus Jr. ac-
quired a 25% stake in the new Questroyal Stud venture at Sez
Who North in Stillwater.

In addition to his son Gus, Schoenborn is survived by son
Monte and daughter Jennifer Lezatte.
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Gus Schoenborn was one of the early founders
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When balloting for 2012 New York-bred divisional cham-
pionships gets under way early next year, the categories for three-
year-old male and filly could provide voters with a conundrum.
No, there will be no dearth of candidates to choose from ... far
from it. In fact, there may be too many to whittle down to a
mere five in each group. 

New York’s state-bred crop of 2009 could turn out to be one
for the ages, or at least one for the new millennium—and the
season is nearing only the halfway point. The current sopho-
more generation has been represented to date by graded stakes
winners, classic contenders, speedy dazzlers, and turf stars by
the van load.

Following are a few of the standouts, listed alphabetically.

Agave Kiss 
What can one say about this brilliant daughter of Lion Heart,

who, through May, remained unbeaten and virtually unchal-
lenged in six starts, including a quartet of stakes victories? She
has competed only at six furlongs to this point, so there is no
way to gauge her true distance capabilities—but at under a mile
she has been a force of nature. 

Agave Kiss knows just one way to run and that’s on the lead,
relentlessly bending the pace to suit her will. Her official chart
notes have comprised an extraordinary and ongoing litany of
praise: “mild hand ride,” “much the best,” “on cruise control.”
At every single point of call in her short, spectacular career it’s
been all “1s” for Agave Kiss. Once the gate has been cleared, no
horse has been close enough to touch her tail. 

A product of the Nustar Breeding program, she races in the
colors of the late Carl Lizza Jr.’s Flying Zee Stables. On March
10 she scored her first and so far only graded victory in Aque-
duct’s Cicada Stakes (G3), then followed with a deceptively nar-
row (11⁄2-length) triumph in the Trevose Stakes at Parx Racing.
In her most recent start, Agave Kiss took the Miss Preakness
Stakes by 51⁄2 lengths under yet another hand ride. On the same
card 34 minutes later, fellow state-bred Fiddlers Patriot took the
$100,000 Jim McKay Turf Sprint Stakes, making it a very good
day, indeed, for New York breeding. 

Dayatthespa
Dayatthespa, a filly by former New York-based sire City Zip,

came into 2012 a non-stakes winner—but one who had impressed
enough to earn a shot at the $909,000 Breeders’ Cup Juvenile Fil-
lies Turf (G2) in November. She ran ninth that day over a soft
grass course she clearly disliked, but was beaten only 51⁄2 lengths
by Stephanie’s Kitten—a Grade 1 winner whom Dayatthespa had
decisively outfinished in graded company just weeks before.

In her 2012 debut, she served notice with a slashing 1:34.43
mile in winning the Sweetest Chant Stakes on the Gulfstream
Park turf. Unlike hell-bent front-runner Agave Kiss, Dayatthespa’s
fireworks sometimes began slowly (comparatively speaking),
before crescendoing into a spectacular grand finale. 

Through May, the tightly wound, blaze-faced chestnut who
races for the partnership of Bradley Thoroughbreds, Jerry and
Ronald Frankel, and Steve Laymon had not known defeat on the

year: three starts, three stakes, and three wins. Dayatthespa fol-
lowed her Sweetest Chant score with a neck tally in the 11⁄8-mile
Herecomesthebride Stakes (G3), also at Gulfstream, after which
trainer Chad Brown sent her north to Keeneland Race Course
where on April 19 she galloped in the one-mile Appalachian
Stakes (G3). All four of her victories have been on turf. 

Dayatthespa was bred by Castellare DiCracchiolo Stable, Crac-
chiolo, and Goldsher, and was foaled at Empire Stud (now Vinery
New York) on February 17, 2009, and 18 months later sold for
$50,000 at the Fasig-Tipton Saratoga New York-bred preferred
yearling sale. She is one of those increasingly rare Thorough-
breds whose pedigree includes no inbreeding through five gen-
erations—with not a drop of Northern Dancer, Bold Ruler, Seattle
Slew, or Storm Cat blood coursing through her veins. Genetic
diversity, anyone?

Summer Breezing
In recent weeks, this one has taken on the look of an ascending

star. Summer Breezing, who was bred by Sarah Leigh and races
for Peter Deutsch and trainer Christophe Clement, won a maiden
special weight race at Aqueduct in his lone juvenile start, then
returned to finish fifth in the restricted Sweet Envoy Stakes won
by Pretension. It’s been onward and upward for him since.

In April he scored an explosive 101⁄2-length victory in a seven-
furlong allowance race over Keeneland’s main track, then six
weeks later segued smoothly and successfully to turf in the Tiller
Stakes at Belmont Park. At odds-on in that listed race, Summer
Breezing snatched the lead at the six-furlong mark in 1:08.66 then
charged to the wire in a sparkling 1:20.72 for seven furlongs, leav-
ing last year’s state champion juvenile male, Swag Daddy, 113⁄4

lengths in arrears.
Summer Breezing is one of 70 stakes winners by the splendid

racehorse and sire Langfuhr, out of an Irish-bred Caerleon mare
who won in 2,500-meter (12.43-furlong) French stakes company.

Vintage crop
A midyear report card reveals several “A” students 

among New York-bred foals of 2009

Agave Kiss is undefeated and largely untested
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The Lumber Guy
This distinctive steel gray by recently deceased Grand Slam

looked like a contender at the start of 2012—and still does, dis-
tance allowing. A fairly late foal, he arrived at owner-breeder
Barry Schwartz’s Stonewall Farm in mid-April 2009, at which
point his young dam died of postpartum complications. The colt
later known as The Lumber Guy would be raised thereafter by
a tiny nurse mare named “Hurricane,” and he would thrive. 

The Lumber Guy did not make the races until late January of
this year, when he pounded the daylights out of state-bred maid-
ens going six furlongs at Aqueduct for trainer Michael Hushion.
The fast, long-striding colt became an open stakes winner in his
next start, romping by 41⁄4 lengths in Laurel Park’s seven-furlong
Miracle Wood Stakes. With just two outings under his girth, he
appeared a possible classics contender.

In his third start, The Lumber Guy took on top-drawer com-
pany in the $1,010,000 Resorts World Casino New York City Wood
Memorial Stakes (G1), only to come up short, finishing fifth after
racing greenly and leading to the head of the stretch. Two weeks
later, he found redemption in Aqueduct’s one-mile Jerome Stakes
(G2), which he won by 23⁄4 lengths.

The Lumber Guy is named for Oregon lumberman Aaron Jones,
a friend and former racing partner of Schwartz. He is presently
undefeated at a mile and under, though his connections believe
that with maturity and experience he may go farther. Whether
The Lumber Guy turns out to be a classy sprinter, a gifted miler,
or a runner capable of navigating a distance of ground, his ca-
reer will be one to watch.

Went the Day Well
One of the more well-traveled classic contenders of 2012, Went

the Day Well was foaled at Keane Stud in Amenia, brought
$15,000 as a Keeneland November breeding stock sale wean-
ling, shipped to England where he sold at the Tattersalls Ltd.
October yearling sale for $43,385 (roughly half the sale average),
raced abroad at two, and then returned to the U.S. for his three-
year-old campaign. The son of 2002 Kentucky Derby (G1) runner-
up Proud Citizen has thus competed over six racetracks in seven
starts on two continents and in three states, at six different dis-
tances. Not bad for a colt barely 27 months old.

Went the Day Well was “discovered” in England last fall by
Team Valor International President Barry Irwin, who privately
acquired the promising maiden and brought him home. In the
care of Graham Motion, who had saddled Team Valor’s 2011
Derby winner, Animal Kingdom, he quickly came to hand. Three
weeks after winning his maiden at Gulfstream Park, Went the
Day Well pulled off an eye-opening victory in Turfway Park’s
$500,000 Vinery Racing Spiral Stakes (G3).

In the Kentucky Derby, Team Valor’s colt was bumped soundly
at the start, then pushed, steadied, forced wide on the first turn,
and shuffled back to 17th in the 20-horse field. Undiscouraged,
he gathered himself together under John Velazquez and closed
like a cyclone to grab fourth money of $100,000 while finishing
less than a length behind runner-up Bodemeister. A subsequent
unplaced effort in the Preakness looked almost too bad to be-
lieve and hopefully represents a mere blip on the radar of an
otherwise stellar career in the making.

Zetterholm
A son of 2005 TVG Breeders’ Cup Sprint (G1) victor Silver

Train, Zetterholm is one of four stakes winners from owner-
breeder Tony Grey’s remarkable matron Holy Wish (see the pedi-
gree story on page 16). Racing for Grey’s Winter Park Partners,

in February he scored the first of what would be three consec-
utive victories against state-bred company. Although he did not
blow his rivals off the track, Zetterholm displayed a gritty will-
ingness to hit the wire in front, which he did most notably in
the one-mile $75,000 Patsyprospect Stakes on April 6. 

He was good, but how good? Trainer Richard Dutrow Jr. de-
cided to find out in a big way, by bringing him out next for the
Preakness. After acting up at the gate, Zetterholm lagged far
back early in the Maryland classic before overhauling some well-
credentialed rivals to finish fourth. In so doing, he proved that
he could compete with some of racing’s finest ... so underesti-
mate him at your peril in the future.

ALSO NOTEWORTHY
Pretension

Removing Pretension’s most recent start from the equation,
this colt has looked to be on an upward trajectory for some time.
The son of top New York sire Bluegrass Cat has displayed class
and versatility in finishing first or second in six of nine starts,
scoring a pair of 2012 stakes victories at beyond a mile, and win-
ning from 41⁄2 furlongs to 11⁄16 miles.

His effort in the May 19 Preakness was disappointing, but it
would be a mistake to write him off based on one subpar race.
Pretension, who campaigns for Kidwells Petite Stable and is
trained by Christopher Grove, had previously won the Canonero
II Stakes at Pimlico Race Course, and during the course of this
season outfinished the likes of Grade 1 winner Currency Swap
and Illinois Derby (G3) victor Done Talking. 

Pretension was bred by Sequel Thoroughbreds and A. Lakin
and Sons, and was purchased by his current owners for $75,000
at a two-year-olds in training sale in Florida.

Sacred Success
Although untested as yet in black-type company, this Officer

filly merits inclusion based on raw potential alone. She has cap-
tured three of five starts by an average of seven lengths, and fin-
ished second in each of the other two by half-length margins.
Like the more-accomplished Agave Kiss, Sacred Success is a red-
coated, flamboyant flyer who wins her races in a laugh. She
campaigns for Dennis Narlinger and, like Zetterholm, is a Dutrow
trainee. Look for her in future stakes.

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What would you call a mare who sold at auction for $15,000
and who in the span of less than a decade produced nine win-
ners from ten starters, four of them stakes winners, and earners
of nearly $2-million?

On the advice of the late pedigree analyst Jack Werk, Grey
previously had acquired an interest in a superbly bred New
York-based stallion prospect named Freud. In discussions with
Werk, Grey learned that mares by Lord At War (Arg)—an out-
cross to most popular American pedigrees—nicked particularly
well with Northern Dancer-line sires, so he looked to secure a
few for the full brother of Giant’s Causeway. And where bet-
ter to go for such mares than straight to the source, to the dis-
persal of the farm where Lord At War himself had stood his
final years, for the family that had bred, owned, raised, raced,
and supported him?

On the edge of greatness
Peter and Diane Perkins were successful dual-hemisphere

breeders, proprietors not only of 500-acre Wimborne Farm in
Paris, Kentucky, but of Haras San Francisco de Pilar, which they
had opened in the 1960s and was about an hour’s drive from
Buenos Aires. At the latter on October 1, 1980, their winning
*Con Brio II mare Luna de Miel foaled a sturdy blaze-faced chest-
nut colt by French Group 3 winner General (Fr). Named Lord
At War, he would become an undefeated Argentine champion
and, later, a multiple North American Grade 1 winner for Rac-
ing Hall of Fame trainer Charlie Whittingham. 

Though his dosage said he could run for all eternity, Lord
At War was, at his core, a gifted miler possessed of the iron
will to stay on—so good that legendary rider Bill Shoemaker
compared him favorably to Spectacular Bid. “He’s got the three
things it takes to be great,” Shoemaker said after the pair’s vic-
tory in the 1985 Santa Anita Handicap (G1), “speed, courage,
and class.”

Lord At War entered stud in 1986 at Walmac International in
Kentucky but despite his sterling record, breeders were aloof.

The problem? A pedigree they simply could not understand.
Drenched in distance aptitude and foreign names few had heard
of, it may as well have been written in hieroglyphics. Early pa-
tronage was light—of 35 foals from his first two crops, 15 were
bred by Wimborne and two others by Whittingham. The Perkinses
came out the big winners: from that 13-foal second crop alone
came Grade 1 winner La Gueriere, future Canadian Broodmare
of the Year Primarily, and Grade 3 winner Lord Joe. Suddenly,
breeders awoke to the fact that they were drowning in an ocean
of Northern Dancer, Bold Ruler, and Raise a Native blood, and
in desperate need of an outcross.

Lord At War, who consistently improved his mares, ultimately
sired 47 stakes winners, better than 15% of starters. His off-
spring were not precocious—only six won stakes at two—but
they were tough and capable over every surface and distance,
and his daughters would later prove priceless producers in their
own rights. 

Fortuitous buy
In 1992, the Perkinses bought a young Halo half sister to a

Grade 1 winner for $36,000 at Keeneland’s January horses of all
ages sale. Holy Moly would never produce a black-type runner
from ten foals and sold a decade later at the Wimborne disper-
sal for $2,500. Selling alongside her was her 1993 Lord At War
daughter, Holy Wish, and that is where Grey entered the pic-
ture.

Grey purchased a couple of Lord At War mares that day, but
Holy Wish is the one that mattered. She had been lightly raced
and then only as a two-year-old, under the careful guidance of
Peter Perkins himself (a former eight-goal polo player and sur-
vivor of the Bataan Death March during World War II). Her
lone victory came in her third and final start, an eight-length
blow-out in a six-furlong maiden special weight race at Turf-
way Park.

When Holy Wish came up for sale in 2002 she was young and
had yet to produce a winner. Grey took her home for the above-
noted $15,000 (carrying eventual $152,797-earner Max Cam, by
Matty G) and over the next several years bred her three times
to Freud. One of the resulting foals never raced; another became
a turf allowance winner; the third was four-time New York re-
stricted stakes winner Uncle T Seven, a multitalented performer
who successfully sprinted down Aqueduct’s inner-dirt track and
navigated two grassy turns at Saratoga Race Course en route to
earnings of $466,365.

In 2004, Grey threw in a twist by booking the mare to Storm
Cat’s good son Tactical Cat. The end product of this match was
Grade 3 winner Wishful Tomcat, another dirt-to-turf transi-
tionist who won 16 races, seven stakes, and $665,754. Grey
tried a similar tact in 2007 using the Northern Dancer-line
stallion Forest Camp, and this time getting multiple stakes-
winning Lucky Lewis, who continues to add to his $238,466
bankroll in 2012. 

This cyclone of success on the part of Holy Wish seemed to
beg the question: Was it simply a sublime “nick” that kept gen-
erating such talented, well-rounded performers … or was it the
mare herself? 

Grey got an answer with the 11th foal of Holy Wish, a 2009
son of TVG Breeders’ Cup Sprint (G1) winner Silver Train—a
paternal grandson of A.P. Indy. That foal was Zetterholm, a re-
stricted New York black-type winner earlier this season and,
most recently, fourth-place finisher in the classic Preakness
Stakes (G1). 

Four stakes winners so far, and though 19-year-old Holy Wish
is moving into the twilight of her production career, the show
goes on. She has yet another “experiment” in the pipeline with
her 2012 colt by Mr. Prospector-line sire Elusive Quality, so stay
tuned.

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Through a 25-race career in which he
has made it to the winner’s circle only three
times, Sergeant Karakorum hasn’t always
made it easy to have faith in him.

Fortunately for him, the six-year-old chest-
nut gelding has been surrounded by pa-
tient people throughout his life, and on
April 14, he rewarded his connections with
a win in the Georgia Cup Hurdle Stakes.

Bred in New York by Debra S. Divitto
and John Lemmens, Sergeant Karakorum
began his career on the flat, winning just
once in 12 starts for Karakorum Farm, fin-
ishing in the money only three times. Ac-
cording to Karakorum’s Josh Bauman, the
horse’s problems on the racetrack began
in the gate.

“He’d already broken his maiden, and
in his fourth race, when he went to get out
of the gate, he went to the left before he
got out and lodged himself in the corner,
smashing himself into the metal,” said Bau-
man. “From that day on, he decided that he didn’t want to go
out of the gate, except in the morning. In the morning, no prob-
lem. In the afternoon, it was something that he didn’t do.”

Though Sergeant Karakorum ran well once after that, finish-
ing second, in his subsequent start he dwelt and then in the next
two refused to break from the gate at all. In June 2010, his flat
career was over.

Karakorum transferred the horse to Jonathan Sheppard, and
after three jump races in which Sergeant Karakorum finished no
better than fourth, the racing partnership gave the horse to Shep-
pard.

“I spent time with him,” Sheppard said, “and I saw glimpses
of him going in the right direction. He gradually started getting
his confidence up.”

He finished second by a half-length in a maiden-claiming race
at Fair Hill in May 2011, and he just missed winning a maiden
special weight race at Saratoga Race Course’s pre-meet open
house that year. He won his jumping maiden in November 2011
at Camden, and in April, at the age of six, Sergeant Karakorum
became a stakes winner, tying the course record at Atlanta when
winning by five lengths.

Sheppard entertained several offers while the horse was im-
proving, but for now has no intention of selling him.

“Once they start to improve, you don’t know how far they’re
going to go,” he said. “He owes me nothing at this point, and
having put so much time into him, I would be very happy to go
on with him on my own.”

Best of two worlds
Maryland-based trainer Chris Grove does not often have New

York-bred horses in his barn, but with Pretension, he has the
best of two worlds.

Bred by Sequel Thoroughbreds and A. Lakin and Sons, Pre-

tension is by Bluegrass Cat out of the Street Cry (Ire) mare Main
Streetin’. While eligible for lucrative New York-bred races, he
has been competitive in open company, most recently winning
the $51,000 Canonero II Stakes at Pimlico Race Course on May
5, and Grove intends to take advantage of both open and re-
stricted conditions through the rest of the colt’s three-year-old
season.

Grove picked out the son of Bluegrass Cat at the 2011 Ocala
Breeders’ Sales Co. March sale of selected two-year-olds in train-
ing, buying him for $75,000 for Kidwells Petite Stable. Sequel
Stallions’ Becky Thomas had purchased Main Streetin’ while
carrying Pretension in utero for $60,000 at the 2008 Keeneland
November breeding stock sale.

After winning his maiden at Charles Town Races and finish-
ing second in an optional claiming race at Laurel Park, the ches-
nut colt made his first start in New York in the restricted Damon
Runyon Stakes at Aqueduct in December, finishing second to
eventual New York champion two-year-old male Swag Daddy.
He returned in February to win the Sweet Envoy Stakes at Aque-
duct, and that’s when Grove and his longtime owner set their
sights a little higher.

Though Pretension finished fifth in the Gotham Stakes (G3)
and ninth in the Illinois Derby (G3), Grove hasn’t lost any faith
in his horse.

“I’m not disappointed about those efforts,” Grove said. “We
ran against some really nice horses, and your expectations change
when you’re in a graded stakes. We took a swing at them, and
his fifth in the Gotham wasn’t really that bad.”

The long-term goal, said Grove, had been the Preakness Stakes
(G1). The horse’s owner is based in Maryland, and while Grove
acknowledged that the colt would be facing a tough field, he was

not daunted, particularly since the horse had a win over
the track.

Unfortunately, Pretension finished last of 11 in the Preak-
ness. He was close to pacesetter Bodemeister early before
tiring from his efforts.

Looking ahead, Grove has targeted the restricted Mike
Lee Stakes at Belmont Park in June and the Albany Stakes
in August at Saratoga Race Course.

“I’ve never been to Saratoga,” Grove said. “I always
said that I’d wait until a horse took me. Going to Sara-
toga with Pretension would be neat.”

Grove hopes a successful campaign will lead to another
first: training a New York-bred champion.

“I told [Irving Kidwell, owner of Kidwell Petite Stable]
that my long-term goal was to be considered among the
top New York-bred three-year-olds for the year,” Grove
said. “I’ve had some Maryland-bred champs, and having
a New York-bred champ would be great.”

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The New York Stallion Stakes se-
ries provides an opportunity for
state-breds to run for some rich
money, and the two races on May
6 enabled a couple of sires to pull
off a neat double, both getting their
first career stakes winner. Utopia
(Jpn) sired New York Stallion Times
Square Stakes winner I’ll Stake U,
while Wild Desert sired New York
Stallion Park Avenue Stakes win-
ner Sunny Desert. McMahon of
Saratoga Thoroughbreds hit a kind
of daily double of its own, as it
stands Utopia and stood Wild Desert
for the horse’s first two seasons.

While Utopia was bred in Japan,
his pedigree is familiar to American breeders. He is a son of Forty
Niner, who was a champion in this country and a successful sire,
being leading freshman sire in 1992. Despite early success, the
son of Mr. Prospector was sold to Japanese interests in 1995. Im-
mediately thereafter, he came up with numerous top runners, in-
cluding Distorted Humor, Coronado’s Quest, and Editor’s Note,
and his departure was rued by many. Forty Niner was successful
in Japan, getting a number of top runners, like multiple stakes
winner Meiner Select, but he was not as productive there as he
was in North America.

Forty Niner’s leading earner in Japan was Utopia, who is out
of the Northern Taste mare Dream Vision. Utopia won four races
recognized in Japan as Group 1 contests and earned $4,913,585.

So, turnabout being fair play, New York got a son of Forty
Niner when Utopia came to New York for his stud career, stand-
ing at McMahon of Saratoga in Saratoga Springs in 2008. Utopia’s
first crop raced last year and represented their sire well, as he
was the second-leading freshman sire in New York, trailing only
Sunriver in 2011 progeny earnings. Sunriver, who died before he
could sire a full second crop, was represented by the top juvenile
filly Weemissfrankie, who won two Grade 1 stakes in California
and was the New York-bred champion juvenile filly of 2011.

Utopia got to second on the freshman sire list without the ben-
efit of a stakes winner, but he remedied that void when Bernard
Connaughton’s and Andrew J. O’Connor’s I’ll Stake U won the
$100,000 New York Stallion Times Square Stakes for three-year-
olds on May 6 at Belmont Park.

I’ll Stake U had been competing at Parx Racing the majority of
this year before shipping in for the Times Square, having been
second in a starter allowance in Pennsylvania on April 14 in his
preceding start. Ridden by Rosie Napravnik, I’ll Stake U was rated
in midpack early in the 61⁄2-furlong Times Square before rallying
to win by three-quarters of a length in final time of 1:16.69 on a
fast track. The winner’s share of $60,000 increased his lifetime
earnings to $103,913, with two wins in 11 starts.

“He’s just a neat little horse to be around and I really thought
he’d win today,” said trainer Derek Ryan, who has no immedi-
ate plans for the colt’s next start. “We’ll try and keep him with
straight three-year-olds, New York-breds and three-year-olds and
go from there. He’s bred to stretch out eventually.”

In his first two crops of racing age, Utopia has 15 winners from

45 starters through May 23 and earn-
ings of $845,577. He stands for $2,500.

I’ll Stake U is out of the Lord Avie
mare Dancing Liebling. McMahon
Bloodstock purchased the mare for
$17,000 in foal to Shaniko at the 2008
Keeneland January horses of all ages
sale. I’ll Stake U was sold to Wisteria
Lane Stables for $20,000 at the 2011
Ocala Breeders’ Sales Co. June two-
year-olds in training and horses of
racing age sale.

Wild Desert’s first
Wild Desert was a horse with clas-

sic ability, so it is not surprising that
he would be successful as a sire as

his progeny matured. A son of Wild Rush out of the Desert Wine
mare Desert Radiance, Wild Desert was being pointed for the
classics in the U.S. early in his career by his owners.

In his second start at three in 2005, Wild Desert was runner-
up in the Lane’s End Stakes (G2) at Turfway Park. The winner
that day was none other than Flower Alley, sire of dual classic
winner I’ll Have Another.

But after an eighth-place finish in the subsequent Arkansas
Derby (G2), Wild Desert was taken off the U.S. Triple Crown
trail and pointed for the one in his native Canada. And he made
good on his potential when he won the 11⁄4-mile Queen’s Plate
Stakes at Woodbine, and was third in the Prince of Wales Stakes.
Wild Desert raced well the remainder of his career, though the
Queen’s Plate was his only stakes victory, but he added second-
place finishes in the Clark (G1) and Suburban (G1) Handicaps
as a four-year-old.

He retired to stud at McMahon of Saratoga in 2008 and stood
there for two seasons until moving to stand at Unbridled Stable
in Greenville for the 2010 season for a fee of $3,000.

In his first two crops to race, Wild Desert has 71 foals of rac-
ing age, with five winners and progeny earnings of $298,216.

Bred by Breed of Characters and foaled at McMahon of Sara-
toga Thoroughbreds, Sunny Desert had been claimed for $35,000
in her third start by her present owners, Saul and Max Kupfer-
berg, in a race at Aqueduct in December.

In her start preceding the Park Avenue, Sunny Desert had won
her maiden in her sixth start in spectacular fashion, drawing off
to a 151⁄4-length victory in a mile maiden race at Aqueduct. In
the 61⁄2-furlong Park Avenue, Sunny Desert was last early under
Ramon Dominguez before making steady progress while saving
ground and got up in resolute fashion to win by a nose over Hot
Splash. Sunny Desert, trained by John Parisella, was the 2-to-1
favorite in the seven-horse field. The filly has two wins in seven
starts and earnings of $117,350.

Parisella said that Sunny Desert would be pointed for several
state-bred stakes in the short term, the seven-furlong Cupecoy’s
Joy Stakes on June 3 at Belmont and the one-mile Statue of Lib-
erty Stakes at Saratoga Race Course in August, both of which
are on turf.

Wild Desert moved to Massachusetts for the 2012 breeding
season but is expected to be moved back to New York in 2013.

EXPLANATION OF INDEXES

Racing Index (RI)
RI is based on the average earnings per start for all run-

ners in the U.S., Canada, England, Ireland, France, Italy, Ger-
many, Puerto Rico, and United Arab Emirates. RI is determined
by calculating the average earnings per start, divided into
males and females, of all starters in each individual coun-
try, and the average for each individual year is by definition
1.00. Median RI, however, is much lower. Actual distribu-
tion of RI is detailed below.

Sire Index (SI)
The Sire Index (SI) is an average of the Racing Index (RI)

of all foals by a sire that have started at least three times.

New York State Breeding and Development Fund

NY-Breds Award Program
Breeder, owner, and stallion owner awards are based 

on purse money earned (first through third) while 

competing in pari-mutuel races run in New York state.

BREEDER AWARDS
Beginning in 2012, breeder awards for New York-breds sired
by registered New York stallions will be increased to 30% for
first-place finishes and 15% for second- and third-place fin-
ishes. Awards for non-New York-sired New York-breds will
rise to 15% for first-place finishes and 7.5% for second- and
third-place finishes. 

In addition, the cap on breeder awards for New York-sired New
York-breds will be increased in 2012 by 300%, to $40,000 per horse
per race, and the cap on breeder awards for non-New York-sired
New York-breds will be increased by 100%, to $20,000 per horse
per race.

STALLION OWNER AWARDS
Stallion owner awards are paid to owners of registered New
York-based covering stallions (at time of conception) at up to
10% of earned purses from first through third positions. All
stallion owner awards are capped at $10,000 per horse per
race.

OPEN OWNER AWARDS
Owner awards for registered New York-breds sired by a reg-
istered New York-based stallion is up to 20% of purses earned
from first through third positions in races run for a claiming
price of $30,000 and upward, with a cap of $20,000 per horse
per race.

If the New York-bred is by an out-of-state stallion or non-regis-
tered stallion, the award is up to 10% of purses earned from first
through third positions in races run for a claiming price of
$30,000 and upward with a cap of $20,000 per horse per race. 

NEW YORK-BRED RACES
More than 45 stakes races exclusively for registered New York-
breds are run at New York Racing Association racetracks (Aque-
duct, Belmont Park, and Saratoga Race Course) and Finger
Lakes racetrack with total purses exceeding $4-million. On
average, there are more than 700 overnight races exclusively
for registered New York-breds annually held at the four New
York racetracks.
